Located in Scotland, 
Balmoral has been the traditional residence 
of the Queen Mother and has a history that 
dates back to its construction in xxxx. More 
recently (relatively), it was in the Gardens 
of Balmoral that Prince Charles proposed to 
Lady Diana. 
 
Like the rest of the collection, Balmoral 
Castle is not a true representation but rather 
an interpretation by David where he 
captures the essence of a building in a 
stylized rendering. In this case the Castle Tower and Gardens form the basis of the model.

There are towering 
castle battlements, individual 
homes and even a rare David 
Winter Lighthouse to guide 
people into the harbor. A secret 
entrance to the castle through a 
watery cave is to be found 
around the back, as well as a 
myriad of trails and false clues 
to confuse the uninitiated.

For molding purposes we 
have had to modify the piece slightly with the removal of the front 
two towers.

Demand has far 
exceeded our estimates and production could not keep up. Thankfully, we 
have now caught up but we do have to advise of possible additional delays on future 
ornament orders.

As you’re probably aware, David has had two 
pieces named “Rosie” in the last couple of 
years: the first was the Wonderland Guild 
exclusive of  Rosie the Pig and the second is 
the Charter Member Cottage of Rosie the 
“naughty” milkmaid. 
 
 

 
However, collectors may not be aware of exactly how 
popular “Rosie” pieces have turned out. We recently came 
across one of the sold out Rosie Pig versions in our store 
room and decided to list it on ebay – possibly the first time it 
has ever appeared there. The results were pretty amazing: 5 
buyers bid it up to just over $90, nearly double its issue 
price. 
 
Of course, there were no guarantees that this value would 
hold but we also thought it interesting to see that Rosie the 
Cottage, which is exclusive to Charter Guild members, was 
also our second best selling piece last year and continues to 
sell well even though it will be due for retirement soon. 

 
 
 
The Lighthouse Isle 
 
Sculpted to join last year’s Isle collection of Easter 
Rock and Hideaway Isle, Lighthouse Isle continues the 
tale of the two sons of Captain Folley and their quest to 
rescue the cod fish population off the northern shores of 
Britain.  
 
As you can see by the wax model shown here, once 
again the “boys” have been highly active if not quite 
technically exact. Standing just under 6 inches tall the 
Lighthouse Isle is an open edition and has a retail price 
of $145.00. Delivery is due to commence in early June 
and it can now be ordered.
